Expanding the scope of practice of RD's will improve patient care.  A couple weeks ago I was called to assess a patient who was on a central TPN solution and was being weaned to a tube feeding.  The central line was infected. I got to the floor just in time to stop the nurse from using the central line solution in the perpheral line.  A central solution isn't suitable for a peripheral line as it is too hypertonic and would have caused many complications.
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
